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THINGS TO KNOW

The 2030 climate targets will require a significantly
larger proportion of new cars to be low-and zero-
emission. Encouraged by both consumer demand
and public action, the automotive industry is
stepping-up its efforts to find viable alternatives
that can reduce the negative effect of car pollution.

The process of managing the complete lifecycle of a
product from concept to design, manufacture,
service and disposal of manufactured products
supports a reduction in waste and pollution, whilst
at the same time providing opportunities for
significant cost reductions and a need for new skills
in different areas.
